Awards: Mr. and Miss Juneteenth will receive $500 award and have the honor of
representing Juneteenth all year long. Second place winners will receive a $100 award
and 3 place winners will receive a $50 award. All applicants who do not place will receive

a certificate of achievement, gift card, and recognition at the Festival. winners and all other
applicants must be present to receive their monetary award or gift card. No exceptions to this rule!

Juneteenth is the oldest nationally celebrated commemoration of the ending of slavery in the United States. From its
Galveston, Texas origin in 1865, the observance of June 19t as the African American Emancipation Day has spread
across the United States and beyond.

problems our problems, and to solve them together.

e  Ujamaa (Cooperative Economics): To build and maintain our own stores, shops, and other businesses and to profit from them
together.

e  Nia (Purpose): To make our collective vocation the building and developing of our community in order to restore our people to
their traditional greatness.

e  Kuumba (Creativity): To do always as much as we can, in the way we can, in order to leave our community more beautiful and
beneficial than we inherited it.

e |mani (Faith): To believe with all our hearts in our people, our parents, our teachers, our leaders, and the righteousness and
victory of our struggle.
